If Applying for Regular Operator’s License
(not Learner’s Permit)

1. If you refuse to submit to a test for drugs or alcohol: 

 •  Your driving privileges will be automatically suspended for 90 days.

2. Unless otherwise posted, the maximum speed limit in a city school 
     zone is:

 •  15 mph.

3. When a pedestrian is crossing a street or highway guided by a dog or
     carrying a white cane (or a white cane with a red tip):

 •  All vehicles must come to a complete stop.

4. A �ashing yellow signal light means:

 •  Proceed with caution. Slow down and be especially alert before 
     entering the intersection.

5. It is dangerous to drive in a truck's "No Zones" because:

 •  The truck driver cannot see you.

6. When police, �re, or other emergency vehicles approach drivers 
     should: 

 •  Pull over to the closest edge of the roadway immediately and stop 
     until the emergency vehicle has passed.

7. If the tra�c signal is not working:

 •  Treat the intersection as if it is controlled by stop signs in all directions.

8. It is especially di�cult to gauge the speed of a motorcycle because:

 •  They may appear to be much farther away than they really are.

   •   You are sure there is enough clear space ahead to complete the pass safely.

   •   Drive more than 200 feet.
   •   Pass other vehicles.

   •   Facing tra�c the wrong way and could have a head-on collision.

   •   Double your following distance.

39. When entering an interstate or freeway:

   •   Use the entrance ramp to signal and look for an opening in tra�c, adjust your speed to match that of the tra�c 
        on the freeway.

40. At intersections without “STOP” or “YIELD” signs:

   •   Slow down and be ready to stop. Yield to tra�c and pedestrians already in the intersection or just entering 
        the intersection.

41. Before entering a roundabout, drivers must:

   •  Yield to pedestrians and tra�c already in the roundabout.
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42.  You can make a right turn at a red light after you:

   •   Stop and yield to pedestrians, bicyclists, and vehicles close enough to be a hazard.

43. When parking either uphill or downhill without a curb: 

   •   Turn the wheels so the vehicle will roll away from the center of the road if the brakes fail.

44.  To avoid the possibility of hydroplaning in heavy rains: 

   •   Slow down.

45.  If you need to stop after crossing railroad tracks:

   •   Wait until you can completely cross the tracks before proceeding. Make sure your vehicle clears the tracks 
         before you stop.

46. You may pass, if it is safe to do so, when the roadway is marked with a:

   •   Broken yellow line.
