. Parking is not allowed:

On crosswalks.

On sidewalks.

In bicycle lanes.

In front of driveways.

. When a school bus is flashing its yellow (amber) lights:

It is about to stop; slow down and prepare to stop.

. You can make a right turn at a red light after you:

Stop and yield to pedestrians, bicyclists, and vehicles close enough
to be a hazard.

. The "No Zones" on a large truck refers to the:

Large blind spots on all four sides of the truck.

.Inlowa, it is unlawful for persons under the age of eighteen:

To use an electronic communication device (including cell phones)
or an electronic entertainment device.

Always stop for pedestrians:

At corners with or without traffic lights, whether or not the crosswalks are marked by painted lines.

You must follow any lawful orders or directions of:

When passing a bicyclist in a travel lane be sure to allow at least between your vehicle and the cyclist.

When passing another vehicle, do not return to the right side of the road until:

You can see the headlights/tires of the vehicle you just passed in your rearview mirror.

A teen driver with an intermediate driver's license may not operate a motor vehicle between:

12:30 a.m. and 5:00 a.m.

You must use your headlights:

Between the hours of sunset and sunrise and anytime visibility is limited due to weather or smoke.
A yellow arrow means:

The protected turning time is ending. Be prepared to obey the next light (red or green).

The safest speed is:

One that allows you to have complete control of your vehicle and avoid collisions with other vehicles and
pedestrians.

At intersections without “STOP” or “YIELD" signs,

Slow down and be ready to stop. Yield to traffic and pedestrians already in the intersection or just
entering the intersection.
