When stopped for a school bus with its red lights flashing and its stop arm extended, you may not proceed
until:

When turning, you should use your turn signal at least:

100 feet before the turn.

To avoid tailgating, use the

When driving in rain or fog:

Use you low beams only and never drive with parking lights only.

Permit law enforcement officers to test for the presence of drugs or alcohol if there is a suspicion that you may
be driving under the influence.

Center left turn lanes may not be used to:

Drive more than 200 feet.

Pass other vehicles.

You should allow extra room between your vehicle and a motorcycle ahead because:
Motorcyclists can stop much more quickly than a larger vehicle.

When exiting a freeway or interstate:

Wait until you are in the exit lane before slowing down.

Before changing lanes, signal, look in all your mirrors, and:

Check traffic behind and beside you.

Glance over your left or right shoulder to make sure the lane you want is clear.
Look for all vehicles, motorcyclists, and bicycle traffic in your blind spot.

Be sure there is enough room for your vehicle in the next lane.
