If you are driving slowly on a two-lane highway or road where passing is unsafe, and five or more vehicles are
following you:

Drive into the turnout areas or lanes to let the vehicles pass.
You should allow extra room between your vehicle and a motorcycle ahead because:
Motorcyclists can stop much more quickly than a larger vehicle.
Pedestrians and drivers must yield the right-of-way to:
Law enforcement vehicles, fire engines and other emergency vehicles using sirens and/ or flashing lights.
Ohio law requires that children between the ages of 4 and 8:
Be secured in an approved booster seat.
You may not pass if:
The solid yellow line is on your side.

Use the entrance ramp to signal and look for an opening in traffic, adjust your speed to match that
of the traffic on the freeway.

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20. When police, fire, or other emergency vehicles approach:
* Do not block the intersection.
21.To avoid tailgating, use the
¢ 3-second rule. When the vehicle ahead of you passes a certain point such as a sign, count “ one-thousand-one,
one- thousand two, one-thousand-three.”

following too close.

When passing a bicyclist in a travel lane be sure to allow at least between your vehicle and the
cyclist.

When passing another vehicle, do not return to the right side of the road until:
You can see the headlights/tires of the vehicle you just passed in your rearview mirror.

When a pedestrian is crossing a public street or highway and the pedestrian is using a walker, a crutch, or an
orthopedic cane or wheelchair:

All vehicles must come to a complete stop.

Unless otherwise posted, the maximum speed limit on most Ohio roads and highways is:
65 mph.

Before entering an intersection:

Check more than once for motorcyclists.

U-turns are illegal:

At or on a railroad crossing.

On a divided highway by crossing a dividing section, curb, strip of land, or two sets of double
yellow lines.

Where you cannot see clearly 200 feet in each direction because of a curve, hill, rain, fog, or other
reason.

Where a “No U-Turn” sign is posted.

When other vehicles may hit you.

On a one-way street.

In front of a fire station. Never use a fire station driveway to turn your vehicle around.

If the road has four or more lanes with two-way traffic, drive in:

The right lanes except when overtaking and passing.

Medications taken together or used with can be dangerous.

If you miss your exit on an interstate or freeway:

Do not stop. Proceed on to the next exit.
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
