It is dangerous to drive in a truck's "No Zones" because:
The truck driver cannot see you.

If there is a conflict between the signal light and the directions of a police officer:

Obey the police officer - not the light.

If you miss your exit on an interstate or freeway:

Do not stop. Proceed on to the next exit.

If your vehicle starts to skid:

Take your foot off the gas.

Do not apply the brakes.

Steer in the direction of the skid then steer in the direction you want the car to go.

The law that prevents anyone under the age of 21 from consuming alcohol is known as the:
Zero Tolerance law.

If you need to stop after crossing railroad tracks:

Wait until you can completely cross the tracks before proceeding.
Make sure your vehicle clears the tracks before you stop.

When police, fire, or other emergency vehicles approach:

Do not block the intersection.

If your brakes get wet and start to pull to one side:

Slow down and gently pump the brakes until they start to work correctly.
The safest speed is:

One that allows you to have complete control of your vehicle and avoid collisions with
other vehicles and pedestrians.

A flashing yellow signal light means:
Proceed with caution. Slow down and be especially alert before entering the intersection.
When exiting a freeway or interstate:

Wait until you are in the exit lane before slowing down.

When passing a bicyclist in a travel lane be sure to allow at least between your vehicle
and the cyclist.

The Basic Speed Law means

You could be cited for driving "too fast for conditions."

Using the rule will help you maintain a safe distance between you and the vehicle ahead.
Four second rule - When the vehicle ahead of you passes a certain point such as a sign, count
“one-thousand-one, one- thousand two, etc." If you get to the same spot before you finish
counting, you are following too close.

Itis illegal to pass a vehicle stopped at a crosswalk because:

A pedestrian you cannot see may be crossing the street.

HOV lanes on freeways are marked with a:

White Diamond and the words “Carpool Lane.”

If the traffic signal is not working:

Treat the intersection as if it is controlled by stop signs in all directions.

You must never drive to the left of double solid yellow lines or a solid yellow line on your side of the
roadway unless you are:

Turning left at an intersection.

Turning into or out of a private road or driveway.

In a carpool lane that has a designated entrance on the left.

Instructed by construction or other signs to drive on the left because your side of the road is closed or
blocked.
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
