If Applying for Regular Operator’s License
(not Learner’s Permit)

1. U-turns are illegal:

 •  At or on a railroad crossing.
 •  On a divided highway by crossing a dividing section, curb, strip of 
     land, or two sets of double yellow lines.
 •  Where you cannot see clearly 200 feet in each direction because of 
     a curve, hill, rain, fog, or other reason.
 •  Where a “No U-Turn” sign is posted.
 •  When other vehicles may hit you.
 •  On a one-way street.
 •  In front of a �re station. Never use a �re station driveway to turn 
     your vehicle around.

2. By accepting the privilege to drive in this state, you agree to:

 •  Permit law enforcement o�cers to test for the presence of drugs 
     or alcohol if there is a suspicion that you may be driving under the 
     in�uence.

3. Motorcyclists can stop much more quickly than a car so you should:

 •  Allow extra room between you and a motorcyclist ahead.

4. It is especially di�cult to gauge the speed of a motorcycle because:

 •  They may appear to be much farther away than they really are.

5. Before changing lanes, signal, look in all your mirrors, and:

 •  Check tra�c behind and beside you.
 •  Glance over your left or right shoulder to make sure the lane you 
     want is clear.
 •  Look for all vehicles, motorcyclists, and bicycle tra�c in your 
     blind spot.
 •  Be sure there is enough room for your vehicle in the next lane.

6. A �ashing Red signal light means:

 •  Stop. After stopping, you may proceed when it is safe. 
     Observe the right-of-way rules.

7. Do not attempt to pass unless:

 •  You are sure there is enough clear space ahead to complete the 
     pass safely.
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8.   To avoid tailgating, use the __________:

   •    2 -second rule. When the vehicle ahead of you passes a certain point such as a sign, count “one-thousand-one, 
         one- thousand two." If you get to the same spot before you �nish counting, you are following too close.

  9.   You may pass, if it is safe to do so, when the broken yellow line is:

   •   On your side of the roadway.

10.  If you are driving slowly on a two-lane highway or road where passing is unsafe, and �ve or more vehicles are 
         following you:

   •    Drive into the turnout areas or lanes to let the vehicles pass.

   •   Check your blind spots and make sure that you have plenty of time and room to pass.
